Lectures will also address naval warfare, war and society in the Ottoman Empire and in Enlightenment Europe.

Couse Goals

This second year course offers students an introduction to the topic of war and society in early modern Europe through an analysis of primary sources and key historiographical debates in the field. Students will be expected to read and critically assess a scholarly monograph, to undertake independent research using primary and secondary sources and to evaluate, develop and formulate their critical thinking via lecture and tutorial discussions. On completing the course, students should have improve written and oral communication skills and a better understanding of the methods of historical writing and the variety of ways that historians approach the subject of war. 
Tutorials and Assignments

Book  Review: (15%): Due October 18 
The first assignment is a 1000-word (4-page, doubled-spaced) review of a scholarly monograph from the list provided by the instructor. The review should address the main points of the book, with an introduction setting out the scope and thesis/purpose of the work, followed by a summary of the contents and an analytical paragraph weighing the positive and negative aspects of the book. The review should end with a conclusion assessing the author’s contribution to the study of war and society.
Tutorial Participation: (20%) Your participation grade is not strictly based on attendance, but rather on your demonstrating that you have read the assigned readings by participating avidly in the group discussions. Participation is evaluated for quality, rather than quantity.  It is important to keep in mind that repeated absences will affect your participation grade.

Research Paper (35%): Due November 29
The research essay will be 2500-words in length (approx. 10-12 double-spaced pages) chosen by the student from a list provided by the instructor or a topic of student’s own choosing (in consultation with the instructor). The essay should include footnotes or endnotes and a bibliography according to proper scholarly style. The final mark will be based on the quality of research, organization, writing style, and cogency of argument. 

Students will be required to use at least 10 sources in total; this includes 6 monographs/biographies/survey texts, 2 primary sources and 2 journal articles. The paper should have a cover page, with a title, and your name, student # and the date of the assignment in the bottom right hand corner. You will also need to include a bibliography (in correct form) as well as footnotes or endnotes in your paper.
