Course Description:


HIST 2350Y engages aspects of Canadian history from the time four British colonies agreed to confederate through to the twenty-first century. Our studies will address broad themes, specific events and noteworthy individuals that will encourage scholarly debate on issues that have shaped and reshaped this country. Together we will try to discover the Canadian identity within the social, cultural, political, intellectual, regional, legal and gendered frameworks that govern our constituents. On a weekly basis, using selected media and teaching formats - a two-hour lecture and a one hour tutorial - we will introduce, interrogate, and challenge motivations, understandings and interpretations of historical actors and actions. The course has three principal goals: to strengthen critical thinking and writing skills; to broaden our experiences with historical methodologies; and to engage actively in academic debates.

Course Policies:
Please sign up for one of the tutorials at the first lecture. Note: tutorial sizes are limited and cannot be attended randomly. Lectures deal with large themes and topics; tutorials focus on analyzing the people, places and events affected by the themes. 
Tutorial participation, which represents 15% of the course mark, is an important evaluative component. Each student is expected to have done the weekly readings in advance of the tutorial and will be individually responsible for engaging the discussions and evaluations of those materials in meaningful and respectful ways. Silent attendance is insufficient to earn a full participation mark in each class. Students must get involved in the interpretation of ideas and methodologies and share personal understandings and experiences with the instructor and fellow students.

Weekly attendance and involvement with the material will factor significantly into the student’s final grade. If a student misses seven (7) or more tutorials they will automatically receive a participation mark of zero. 

Penalties: 

Late papers will be subject to penalties as follows: 5% for the first late day and 1% per day thereafter to a maximum penalty of 20%.

Term Papers:

There are three writing assignments in the course. The first is a short analytical paper of about 1000 words on a topic chosen from a list that will be provided. The second is a longer paper (1500 words) that will be EITHER a book review OR an analysis of a primary document on one of the themes discussed to that point. Students are welcome to choose topics that are of personal interest but they must be approved by the instructor in advance. The research paper, which will be discussed in depth in lectures and tutorials, will be negotiated individually with the instructor. Rough drafts and research notes are to be submitted with the final paper. Only hard copies can be submitted and they are due in class. Electronic submissions are not permitted. 

Exams:

There will be two examinations and they will each be about two hours in length. The mid-term exam will cover everything up to and including the final lectures, readings and tutorial materials in early December 2011. The final exam will deal only with material presented in 2012. Exams will be comprised of any or all of the following: Identifications; Multiple-choice questions; Images; Artifacts; Quotations; Short answers; and Essay responses.
