ON THE NATIONAL STAGE  
 

Trent University was chosen as a host to the 2010  
Canada-Wide Science Fair which will take place in May 
2010.  800 most brightest and talented students  from 
across Canada will gather at Trent for a week of  
celebration of excellence in the scientific achievements.  
 

Trent renowned Forensic Science program and new 
crime scene house have caught the attention of  
Discovery Channel’s critically-acclaimed science show, 
“Daily Planet”. The TV Show visited Trent on April 1 
and 2 to tape five installments of their popular “Science 
and the City” segment featuring experiments developed 
by faculty and students from Trent’s Forensic Science 
program. Each experiment is designed to explain the 
scientific principles behind various procedures and proc-
esses used in forensics in a fun and interactive way. 

CUTTING-EDGE 

Starting in September 2009, Trent 
will be the only university in 
Canada where students can  
combine their study of forensics 
with another academic discipline 
of their choice, leading them to 
an Honours Bachelor of Arts or 
Bachelor of Science degree. 
Trent students pursuing the joint 
major option in forensics can 
choose a complementary subject 
to earn either a B.A. or a B.Sc. in 
Forensic Science plus the subject 
of their choice. The range of  
possibilities are enormous, as 
students can combine their study 
of forensics with one of numer-
ous options such as psychology, 
biology, computer sciences, 
chemistry, sociology, political 
studies, anthropology, or physics 
to create a one-of-a-kind degree. 

STUDENTS HIGHLY SATISFIED WITH TRENT 
 

Results of  the 2008 National Survey of Student Engage-
ment (NSSE) once again spoke for Trent’s outstanding 
educational experience. The following categories were 
examined in the survey:   
1. Level of Academic Challenge 
2. Active and Collaborative Learning 
3. Student Faculty Interaction 
4. Enriching Educational Experience 
5. Supportive Campus Environment 
Eighty-three percent of first year Trent students stated 
that the quality of their entire educational experience 
was good or excellent.   
Ninety-six percent of Trent senior students stated that 
had a good or excellent educational experience.  
In addition, when our senior students were asked if they 
could do it all over again would they go to the same uni-
versity, 85 percent of senior students voted for Trent 
again.
