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Preparations and Investments

Preparations

To date, University officials have participated in three table top emergency simulations to increase their preparedness:

· 2002 - simulated tanker truck explosion on the East Bank 

· 2006 - simulated avian flu pandemic exercise affecting the Peterborough region 

· 2007 – simulated food poisoning outbreak at the Peterborough campus 

A committee of 12 representatives of emergency response services, various administrative departments at Trent University and students groups participated in planning the February 22, 2008 simulation.
Investments – Security Upgrades

•
Installation of new emergency broadcast software to allow telephone handsets to be used as emergency speakers and to send text messages to all Trent telephones in offices, classrooms, lecture halls, labs, etc. - $50,000

•
Installation of outdoor, ‘Code Blue’ emergency telephones on the Symons campus and at Traill College – 45 units installed to date - $250,000 investment plus $10,000 in annual maintenance

•
Installation of equipment for two Emergency Operations Control Centres on campus (one centre now outfitted) - $50,000 for two centres total

•
Replacement of aging lighting standards across the campus and near pathways and parking lots - $300,000

•
Installation of telephones in large lecture halls completed – telephones installed in approximately half of all classrooms/seminar rooms – additional installations planned - $50,000 invested to date
•
One day Basic Emergency Management System training session for senior executives, managers and students at the Peterborough Fire Department completed, fall 2007 – no cost
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
