University Emergency Management Plan adopted – supplemented by emergency plans at the departmental level

Emergency Communications Plan adopted – includes web site, intranet, e-mails, telephone broadcast, external communications

•
Automatic notification to Trent Security of all 911 telephone calls made from a Trent University telephone – software allows for automatic display of name, building and room number to identify and locate caller

•
Campus Violence Policy adopted

•
Office of Risk Management distributed Workplace Violence booklets to academic and administrative departments, with guidelines to identify potential indicators of violence

•
Workshops for teaching assistants on disruptive behaviour and classroom management

•
Presentation to chairs of academic departments and academic support departments on identifying potentially violent behaviours

Faculty workshop on violence prevention, reporting and identifying concerns revealed in students’ creative writing
