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Safety Considerations During the Active Shooter Simulation
Safety

The safety of all participants, and all persons on campus during the exercise, was a top priority.  Accordingly:
· No ammunition was used.

· A full time police safety officer was on site to clear all weapons and declare them safe before officers enter the exercise area.

· At no time was any participant asked or permitted to violate established regulations, municipal bylaws or occupational health and safety standards to accomplish their task.

· The exercise venue was cordoned off and signed.  Personnel with orange safety vests were posted around the perimeter to prevent entry of unauthorized individuals and explain what was occurring to passers by.

· Sirens and lights were not used.

· The exercise was widely publicized to the Trent community in advance, and counselling personnel were available.

· All simulated correspondence, radio transmissions and telephone calls commenced with the phrase “FOR EXERCISE, FOR EXERCISE”.  If the phrase was not used, the originator was queried and if they did not correct themselves the message was treated as real.

· An extra Campus Security officer was on duty to handle any non-exercise calls for service.
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
