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Trent Centre for Community-Based Education (TCCBE) Placement Courses

Guiding Principles.
· Students should already have a basic background in research skills.

· Research projects should result in an academic outcome, such an essay(s) or report(s).

· Supervision of TCCBE students will be calculated by the Department as a component of                 faculty workload.

· Some TCCBE projects may be pursued as honours theses if both students and projects meet existing departmental honours thesis requirements.

· TCCBE will manage the relationship between the student and the benefiting agency.

· TCCBE projects should be real learning opportunities of social value.

Guiding Practices for Proposal Screening and Project Supervision.

Students must follow the procedures, requirements and guidelines outlined by the TCCBE, available in Trent’s Academic Calendar and the TCCBE website (http://www.trentcentre.ca/).

1. All students will approach individual faculty members, or seek the advice of the department Chair, in order to discuss supervision of potential projects.  Students should prepare a draft copy of the project proposal and include other information gained from the TCCBE and the benefiting agency.

2. Proposals should identify objectives of the research, appropriate methodologies, reporting procedures, project scheduling, meeting times and available budget (if any).  These may vary in the course of the project as community groups, students and supervisors adjust their goals and expectations. 

3. Students and their faculty supervisors will organize course requirements (meeting times, reading materials, submission of assignments) and submit a departmental research ethics form where research with human subjects is involved.

4. Students will register in and conduct their research projects according to the Sociology 3570Y, 3580H and SOCI 4570Y, 4580H Academic Calendar course descriptions and requirements.

5.  Where faculty members are interesting in initiating TCCBE projects, they can review available TCCBE project titles and acquire proposals for review from TCCBE.  In addition, they can arrange a meeting with the benefiting agency before approaching eligible students to apply for the projects and then following through steps 1-4 above.
