Course options include Introductory Criminology and Sociology, research methods and data analysis. The successful candidate will show evidence of a developing high quality research program, including grant applications to Canada’s federal funding agencies (SSHRC, CIHR) and elsewhere. The successful candidate will have the opportunity to teach courses at both the undergraduate and graduate levels, and to develop new courses in their area of focus.
