DESCRIPTION OF COURSE AND DUTIES:

This 12 week, competency-based program is designed to prepare post-licensure Registered Nurses to
work to their full scope of practice in primary care models across Ontario. The curriculum is aligned with
the National Competencies for RNs in Primary Care (Lukewich et al., 2019) and was built with an
interprofessional lens. Each module was co-created by a primary care RN and a member of the
interprofessional team, including a guest lecture or panel discussion from various members of the
interprofessional team.
