Report on 
Trent in Oshawa – Durham Region Steering Committee Meeting 

November 2nd, 2009

The fourth meeting of the Trent in Oshawa – Durham Region Steering Committee was held in the Simcoe Building on November 2nd, 2009.

The Chair reported on the Trent University Board of Governors’ meeting which had been held in Oshawa on October 30th. The Governors had toured the new site, and their meeting had been held in the Civic Centre. The Chair also reported on meetings between the Presidential/Vice Presidential teams of UOIT and Trent. Further meetings to discuss strategic collaborations were scheduled. A meeting between the Presidential/Vice Presidential teams of Durham College and Trent is also scheduled. The Chair asked members of the Committee to give some thought to an appropriate name for the new site, given that Trent will be involved in delivering courses at more than one location in Oshawa.

Brief verbal reports were received from Associate Dean Rita Bode on behalf of the Academic Programming Working Group and from Interim Registrar and Acting Associate Vice President Student Affairs Meri Kim Oliver on behalf of the Student Services Working Group.

Director of Physical Resources John Wordley reported on behalf of the Users’ Group, which had been meeting weekly for the last several weeks. A floor plan and a draft schedule were shared with members of the Steering Committee. It was apparent that there should be sufficient space to move all those Trent classes which it seems desirable to move in the first instance to the Thornton Road site. Further consultation is required regarding several matters, including the outfitting of the rooms (IT and furnishings), student services needs, and food services needs.

Plans for the Information Session scheduled for November 17th were discussed. 

The Users’ Group (including sub-groups) will continue to meet prior to the next Steering Committee meeting.
