Duties related to the position, 
which shall be in accordance with University and departmental practices, shall be determined 
by the person(s) who has (have) principal responsibility for the course.  Assigned duties include 
the following: Demonstrating problem-solving and analytical techniques and related marking 
(e.g. Mathematics, Chemistry), Assisting an instructor or other teaching support staff (other 
than another AA) in facilitating small group discussions and development of problem-solving 
strategies during scheduled class time or in synchronous online discussion forums (e.g. 
Environmental Studies, Indigenous Studies), Assisting students in laboratory settings (e.g.
